Juror’s Comment: Well composed with 
negative spaces and shapes working 
beautifully together. A closer look 
reveals yet more elements, textures and 

colors that lead one to explore more. Fresh and confident. 
 

I paint intuitively, and try to paint what I’m feeling. When I started this piece 
I was thinking about global warming and the Earth, and how those subjects 
made me feel. So I tried to balance shape and color to express how I felt. 
Each color and shape has a meaning in this piece. Circles represent harmony 
on Earth. Each color expresses a feeling I had while I was painting. For 
instance, blue represents calmness, orange a warm energy, red is violence and 
uncertainty and black a sudden, dark emotion.

Juror’s Comment: What strikes the viewer first is the design & composition. 
Strong use of media, consistent finish 
(details) in both flowers & leaves. 
 

Q:  I love the mood of this piece. Very 
reflective (literally!) and pure. Was the 
title something you both came up with? 
The title  "Innocence" was chosen from 
the symbolic meaning of the white daisy. 
"Beauty and Innocence" We both agreed 
that this name fit the image perfectly.  
By the way, it's very interesting that you 
won jointly! What roles did each of you 

play in creating Innocence? Is most of your work done this way?  
  

We are both involved in shooting the image, the selection process and 
cropping and printing. We tend to think alike and we both like simplicity in 
our shots.  Being both involved in the process helps tremendously to achieve 
the best image possible. All of our work is done this way, together.
