Juror’'s Comments : “I liked the elemental-ness
of this. The metal feels fragile and strong at the
same time and the base is integrated beautifully.”

That's wonderful. | wanted to be bold even though
it is small —more strength than weakness. And with
that heavy, thick steel that's what | got.

That base piece on the bottom — that is ‘found’ art.
Somebody did all those little cuts to it and when |
saw it, | said, “Wow, that's a great looking base —
very unique, like you'd never see that again.” So |
had this base and wanted a piece that would fit on
it and finally | found one.
